Attitude
Attitude

As disciples of Christ, we are
to be learners and followers of Jesus. We are to
walk as He walked (1 John 2:6). We are to be con-
formed to His image and actually take on His like-
ness (Rom 8:29). His will is to become our will
and our attitude is to be the same as His (Phil 2:5;
1 Pet 4:1).

Of course, this is a life-long process and we are all
works in progress. It began at baptism when we
were “crucified with Christ” (Gal 2:20) and “put
on Christ” (Gal 3:27). Since that new birth (2 Cor
5:17; 1 Pet 1:22-23), each Christian has been in the
process of transformation where we are being re-
created by the renewing of our minds (Rom 12:2).
Ephesians 4:23-24 describes it this way, to “be
renewed in the spirit (attitude) of your mind, and
that you put on the new man which was created
according to God, in righteousness and true holi-
ness.”

The attitude of Christ is further developed and nur-
tured in us as we let the word of Christ dwell in us
richly (Col 3:16). Through God’s living and pow-
erful word which pierces and penetrates soul and
spirit, and judges the thoughts and intents
(attitudes) of the heart (Heb 4:12), the Holy Spirit
brings forth His “fruit of the Spirit” in our lives
(Gal 5:22-26). As this process continues to yield
fruit in increasing measure, we actually become
“partakers of the divine nature” (2 Pet 1:4-11).

This is a marvelous, albeit mysterious, process
which John the Baptist accurately and succinctly
summarized this way: “He must increase, but I
must decrease” (John 3:30). Paul provides deeper
understanding as he adds the finishing touches to
this beautiful picture: “But we all, with unveiled
face, beholding as in a mirror to glory of the Lord,
are being transformed into the same image from
glory to glory, just as by the Spirit of the Lord” (2
Cor 3:18).

As this spiritual transformation process continues,
we may confidently affirm: “I am crucified with
Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ

liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the
flesh, I live by the faith of the Son of God, who
loved me, and gave Himself for me” (Gal 2:20).
